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WBIF bilateral donor investment grant contributions to date

The bilateral donors have contributed to fourteen investment grants in excess of €39.4 million for the co-financing of
twelve projects of €291.4 million in the environment and social sectors.

These grants have helped fund infrastructure projects with a high impact on people’s lives, from healthcare and
education facilities to public infrastructure for clean water and sanitation services. Through these investments, the
funding made available by the WBIF actively promotes social cohesion and protects the environment across the region.
